The plaintiff in the lawsuit, Franklin Township (Somerset
County) resident, John Paff, is the Open Government
Advocate for the New Jersey Libertarian Party (NJLP). In
2004, he asked the Council to describe its privately discugsed
topics in more detall, i.e. to inform the public that it was gging
to privately discuss "Smith v. Township, docket no. BUR L
11111 07" instead of simply informing them that "litigation'
would be discussed. In an August 24, 2004 telephone
conversation, Township Solicitor Richard W. Hunt rebuffefd
Paff's request and said that the Medford Council would no
change its procedure.

"One has to wonder why the Council is being so stingy with
public information," Paff said. Paff has successfully sued
other government bodies on the same issue. (Documentgtion
from Paff v. Perth Amboy City Council, and Paff v. Monrogq
Township Board of Education is available upon request.) Raff
and the NJLP believe that increased governmental
transparency helps to identify governmental wrongdoing.
"Libertarians believe that inefficiency, favoritism and
corruption are intrinsic to governmental bodies," he said.
"The public doesn't stand a chance unless it knows what the
politicians are doing."
