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Steering CommitteeReports

Since the Mare 15, 2008 membership meeting at the regional
convention, the newly elected members of the NJLP Steering
Committee under the leadership of Chair Lou Jasikoff have
commi tted themselves to
fixing observed problems. Firgshe NJLP committees are

meeting by phone to facilitate discussion and ease the burden
of travel on the committee members. Vice Chair Sean Colon
has arranged these conference calls through his company at no
cost to the NJLP.

Second, the members are disitgdusiness informally each
week to facilitate progress between monthly meetings.
Foremost among the projects that benefit from this more
intense attention is an effort to systematize the processing of
membership renewals and furaising, particularly usg the
NJLP website and the internet.

Finally, the regular monthly meetings are much more efficient
without the hours of driving needed to get everyone together.
(Let us not forget the cost of gas, too!)

On Thursday, April 24, 2008 the Steering Committest by
conference call at 8:00 PM. Five members were present at
8:04 establishing quorum. Jason Scheurer was absent and
Kevin Ferrizzi connected at 8:18 PM.

The committee authorized $275 as the NJLP share for
participation in the Blackatino Expo in PHadelphia on
September 13, 2008. (National LP will pay half the $1,100
cost and the LPPa and NJLP split the balance.) Attendance is
estimated to be 30,0€8D,000. Ken Kaplan suggested we
prepare a marketing plan as well as Libertarian literature in
Spanishto improve its effectiveness. Lou will be meeting with
Arlen Specter and Mr. Nutter at the National Convention for
further discussion.

Lou Jasikoff reported that the NJLP share of the regional
convention donations was $2,18he NJLP picnic was set
for July 5, 2008, and the committee budgeted up to $500 to
cover its cost.

The committee noted the need to streamline flow of
information as the volume of new members is likely to
increase Officer Manualsare to be prepared to help this
process. Each officareeds to write up a manual on specific
duties and operations of their position within the party. The
deadline for the manuals is Christmas 2008.

Lou Jasikoff reported that Jason Scheurer was open to running
for US Senate and Jason confirnteid the next wek after his
minor back surgery.

Shining a light

Most elected officials in New Jersey cringe when John Paff
shows up at public meetings. He's been-boptching across
the state pointing out the subtle and-sotsubtle ways in
which municipalities and school boards fail figblic when it
comes to open government. Paff, the chairman of the New
Jersey Libertarian Party's Open Government Advocacy
Project, has targeted more than 90 municipalities. Last yegr,
he successfully sued a Middlesex County school board thIt
wasn't proviéhg enough detail on closaetbor meetings.
Recently he's been corresponding with officials in
Washington, urging the borough to provide more specific
reasons for discussions out of public earshot. He says one
word explanations such as "litigation" and "gamnel" simply
aren't enough. And he's right.

He's also raised concerns about a contract award notice thjat
didn't provide a dollar amount for the borough's public
defender contract. The borough's attorney, Richard Cush
has yet to issue an officialgonse. But Councilman Andrey
Turner toldThe ExpresSimesthat Paff raises valid concerng
and that any oversights aren't deliberate attempts at publid
deception but "a bad practice that's been continued." Bad
habits can and must be broken, especiallynd@vernment
transparency and public confidence in our elected officials|are
at stake.

The climate is improving, thanks to watchdogs such as Paff
and their ability to cite relatively strong state open records
laws to make their cases. Since Paff's progithst year in
neighboring Washington Township, for instance, its township
committee not only provides detailed public explanations df
closeddoor meetings but also tapes and keeps full minute$ of
those sessions. Still, the news media and open governmeft
advocates shouldn't have to fight this battle one communit
one school board, at a time. Our elected leaders should
understand the laws and follow them

NJLP website or contact Ken for a copy. ) The hardest part of
petitioning is overcoming the self consciousness about doing
it. Once you decide to get started, the rest is easy. Or for
company join the Petition Poss®e page 1.

You need to be registered to vote in New Jersey. (You have to
be one of the signers of the petition, although it can be on the
copy someone else is circulating. and you can sign only one
petition for each of f iaoda. )
clipboard for outside work.

Start with a few signatures from friends or family. This will
warm you up, plus it will mean you don't have to approach
strangers with a blank petition. Extra bonus: Once you get past
the ten lines on the first page, fheople won't be tempted to

read the details of what they're signing.

Your goal is the most signatures in the shortest time. Don't
attempt to debate the issues. You are not out to make
Libertarian converts. Theio two stepsi. Make eye contact
and 2. 3nile and give your six second sales pitch. Here are
two samples: "Hi, I'm trying to get enough signatures on this
petition to get my friend, John Doe's, name on the ballot. Can
you help me out?" or ... "Hi, | just need a few more signatures
to get my cadidates name on the ballot. Can you help me
out?"

After you're done, take all of your petitions to a notary. In
his/her presence, you must sign the statement on each back
page stating that you "witnessed" all of the attached
signatures. (You can find a oy at any law office or at your
bank.)

Finally, return the petition promptly. Mail the petition by May
27 or earlier. Hand delivery is safest. Use the attached mailing
label to return your petition to Ken Kaplan. The second label
is for NJLP Treasurer Kén Ferrizzi to receive your

contribution to the NJLP Federal Furi8ee page 5.)
