Within a few minutes a Homeland Security police officer
approached me, accepted a pamphlet, informed me that |
cannotdistribute literature on federal property without a
permit, and asked me to leave. | disagreed with him and said
that | would not leave. He left momentarily, but soon returned
with another officer, and we repeated the conversation.

Then one officer leftite scene, but the other officer stayed and
said that the other officer was
checking with headquarters. In a
few minutes he left also |
continued distributing literature.
At 12:10 pm two federal
marshals exited the court house
and approached me. They
acceped my literature and
informed me that | could not
distribute literature on federal
property without a permit. |
stated that | had a permit, and
removed my pocket U. S.
Constitution from my pocket.
They informed me that they had the same document. | told
them to read Amendment I. They returned to the courthouse.

I continued my activity until all but one of the FIJA flyers had
been distributed. At 12:18 pm, | noticed the two Homeland
Security officers across the street. Soon they were joined by a
third officer, who apparently was in command. They crossed
the street at about 12:30 pm and approached me. The third
officer stated that he did not want to arrest me, but that | had
to move. We had some discussion. | was asked for my name,
but refused to provide iOne of the other officers said that |
was being confrontational. | reminded him that they
approached me, and that they were the ones being
confrontational.

The boss officer asked me to move over to the side, where we
could discuss the issue. | refused eQ@rf the other officers
grabbed my arm. | asked if | was under arrest, and was
informed no. Then | demanded that the officer holding my arm
let go, which he didAt this point | was placed under arrest,

fell to the ground and remained limp and siléntas

handcuffed behind my back and searchfdbdmy possessions,
including what was in my clothes pockets, but not my clothes,
were removed by the policehad no identification with me,

so they never found out my name or address. They waited a
short while,but | did not move.
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An ambulance was called. It arrived at about 12:50 pm. | was
transferred to a gurney and put into the ambulance. The pplice
transferred custody of me to the ambulance crew. | was taken
to Saint Vincent Hospital in Manhattan. The reuagtending
me in the ambulance called a person listed in my cell phorje to
inform her that | was alright and under medical custody. They
asked her to identify me, but she refused.

| signed my name as Ayn Rand on the hospital release papers,
recovered most of my pperty, and left the hospital for home
at 5:50 pm. However the police had confiscated my sign,
which readJURY INFO.

I had so much fun that | will repeat the festivities next
Monday, October 26, 2009, at 11:45 am. | hope that some
you will join me, sohat there are witnesses. A video of the
events would be very useful and greatly appreciated.
Eventually, | will sue the U. S. Department of Homeland
Security for violation of my First Amendment rights.

The federal
government presumably has a statute that no person can
exercise his or her First Amendment rights without a permijt
on federal property. Presumably, state and local governmgnts
could pass identical statutes. Then the only place left to prptest
would be orprivate property. But that is trespassing. In thig
way the First Amendment would be repealed. We must nof let
the federal statute, if there is one, stand!

Brian Aitken is a 25 year old father of a one year old son.
Brian has been falsely imprisoned, charged and indicted of a
crime he did not commit. If found guilthe faces seven (7)
years in jail.

The SJLP met on October 3rd and had another great turnout. It
was good to see our regulars, a couple of new faces, and a
couple of old faces who have become re energized with our

recent successes.
On January 2, 2009 Aitken was wrongly arrestedifegal

possession of firearms while moving from one residence t¢
another within the state of New Jersey. The firearms were
legally purchased and owned by Mr. Aitken while residing |n
Colorado. He passed an FBI and a Colorado background
check to purchasie firearmsUpon arriving in New Jersey
he contacted the New Jersey State Police and asked if he
needed a license or to register his firearms. He was told tHat he
did not have to register them, so he did not.

We finalized production planning and sponsorships for the
NJLP radio show and podcast (designating Bobb Rayner as
the Executive Producer for the project), discussed our
campaign focus for next year's Congressional candidates, and
possible avenues of growth for our local county chapters. We
encouraged all membets find out about local town activities
like harvest festivals, book fairs, town anniversaries and
campaign activities of the Democrats and Republicans in the

area's municipalities and to report back to the Committee so _ _ o
we can formulate plans of action. Mr. Aitken's firearms were locked in his trunk and unloadep

during the course of movingle was threatened with
incarcerationif he did not answer questions and consent td the
search of his vehie. His Miranda Warning was read, signedl
dated and timestamped two (2) hours after his search and
seizure.

We have initiated the process of putting together some
fundraisers for our Committee and candidates to be held in the
upcoming months.

Prosecutor offered a five year prison sentence as a plea deal

We all know that New Jersey is not a "gun friendly" sthte
this is taking it to a wholaew level. It is obvious that he was

wrongly charged, arrested, and incarcerated based on existing

State and Federal law which protects his right to own and
transport his legally purchased firearmsian Aitken and the
law abiding citizens of New Jerseged help.

To make things worse this illegal imprisonment and false
charges became the impetus for Brian losing his custodial
rights of his young son. Judge Sheldon Franklin, of Ocean

County Family Court, ruled that Mr. Aitken was essentially a
violent criminal, although no violence was ever presented and

the "crime" committed was not proven (and is even
constitutionallyprotected in the State of New JerséyJS
2C:396e).

Judge Franklin stated (paraphrased) "Even though the police

are in possession of yoweapons, I'm not convinced that if
you wanted to get guns from someone that you wouldn't be
able to." On that presumption the Judge tbeteredthat

Brian no longer be able to see his son, except for 1 hour/per

week in the presence of law enforcemefficefs inside the
Ocean County Family Court.

Update

Brian reported on October 24, 2009 that he had signed the
required plea cutoff forms to acknowledge that he was not

accepting their plea offer. Richard Gilbert, attorney from Evan
